"Time Capsule Apartment"

Imagine a real-life Hardy Boys, Nancy Drew adventure about a Waukegan building with a 65-year-old
mystery. On Sunday September 19 at 2 PM join Wayne Munn for a journey into the "Time Capsule Apartment”
closed-up in 1939 and rediscovered last autumn above 119 N. Genesee. You may have read Ralph Zahorik's
"Time Capsule Apartment” columns in the News-Sun. Even more of the mystery has been uncovered since then.
Wayne will take you through the Time Capsule using the magic of digital pictures. Beginning in the spring of 2004,
by special arrangement with building owner Paul Frischer, Wayne spent several days documenting this 4,500
square foot second floor with still pictures and video. The only access to the space was up an extension ladder
through a hole in the tin ceiling. Head Librarian Beverly Millard and Wayne also spent many hours researching
this mystery in the Waukegan Historical Society's John Raymond Memorial Library. You'll get an up-close and
personal tour and see some of the artifacts found in this once-again accessible space. You'll also learn interesting
details about the building and the family that owned it. Both the documenting of the space and the research are
on-going, So you may even be able to provide additional clues and leads.

NEWPORT TOWNSHIP OPENS HOUSE MUSEUM

The Newport Township Historical Society held a grand opening for their house museum over the weekend of
July 31 - August 1. Located at 15155 Wadsworth Road in Wadsworth, the 1902 frame home was willed to
the Society by Grace Shields, a charter member of the Society who lived her entire life in the house and died
at the age of 91 in 2002. There are currently six furnished rooms in the house including the kitchen, dining
room, sitting room and three bedrooms, all of which feature original furnishings from the Shields family. The
parlor has been transformed into a space where items regarding the history of Newport Township will be dis-
played. The Society plans to have the museum open on Saturdays. To verify hours, call President Joyce

Ann Christensen became the first woman Waukegans City Council i
1957. She had worked Abbott and in her husbangl’business when she becgmne
interested in elective &ite. When she ran in the 5tWard promary she defeatgd
four men. In the Ig_eneral_electlon she garnered 64% of the vote. Her tickgt was
headed by Harry Kilbane in the mayoral race, but he lost to Robert Sabonjia
his first term.

Ms. Christensen faced some opposition by other members of the City C
who were not accustomed to having a woman Seated among them. Nonethelgess sl
worked on the council, served on various committees and chaired trieet|S
Lighting Committee at one time.

In her re-election primary she easily defeated former mayor Joseph Kebr anc
went an_ tolé%ps)eat her 64% victory in the general election. She retired frgm the
council in :

During her campaign she said she hoped hfaref might “open the door fgr
other civic-minded women”.

Stephanie Pucin Sulthin was born and raised inWaikegan/North Chicadp
area. She joined thefode of the Clerk of the Circuit Court in 1933 and was mide
deputy clerk in 1944. Following the resignation of LMJilmot, Ms. Sulthin way
aﬁpomted clerk in January960. Campalgnln%for the position in her own right,
she was elected in November of that year with 57% of the vote.

She faced no primary opposition in her successful re-election runs offf1964
and 1968. She announced her retirement, but changed her mind and ran ggain
1972. In that election she was the top vote getter of all candidates in Lake (Jounty

She was a member of many civic and sociaamizations, including servir|g
as president of the lllinoidssociation of Court Clerks. She served as a delgpate
to the 1976 Republican National Convention. She retired that year and glasset
away in 1983.
